RESTAURANTS SPAR FOR BRAGGING RIGHTS AGAIN 

 

Again this year Restaurant Olympics will be held at the Bay Beach location of Ruddertowne and Dickinson 
Street, Dewey Beach.  Registration begins at 10:00 AM, and the games run from 11:00 AM – 2:00 PM on 
Tuesday, June 19, 2012.  A donation of $200 per each six-member team will benefit Destination Station 
Center. 
 
Team challenges include kayak racing, obstacle course, tray carrying, etc.  Registration is being accepted online 
at www.destinationstationcenter.com.  This event is sponsored by Jagermeister in partnership with Destination 
Station Center.  In the event of bad weather, the Olympics will be rescheduled to Thursday, June 21, 2012.   
 
Over 160 participants took part in last year’s Restaurant Olympics.  Twenty-seven teams competed in five 
different races.  Northbeach, the Lighthouse, Cultured Pearl and Jakes Seafood House took the top four 
placements, which was followed by a tug-of-war to determine the winner.  The Lighthouse beat Northbeach for 
third place, and Jake’s took home the championship after a battle with the Cultured Pearl.
